learning difficulties and their parents/carers 
 

Early Years - Big Ideas Sessions: Pre-school learning sessions for children with physical or 
learning difficulties and their parents/carers 

 
Financial Aid : Small grants (£50-£250) for people with cerebral palsy and associated 

disabilities 
 

Find-a-Link : One-to-one support for parents of children with disabilities from trained parent
